
Is not the manner of
slaughtering animals in Islam
inhuman?

The Islamic manner of slaughter, namely cutting the animal's throat and
esophagus with a sharp knife, is much more merciful than the electric shock and
strangulation that cause the animal to suffer. Once the blood stops flowing to
the brain, the animal feels no pain. As for the shaking of the animal at the time
of its slaughter, it is not caused by pain; rather, it is caused by the rapid blood
flow that facilitates the process of getting all the blood out unlike other methods
that block the blood inside the animal body causing harm to those who eat its
meat.

The Prophet (may Allah's peace and blessings be upon him) said: "Verily, Allah
has enjoined kindness for all things; so when you kill, kill with kindness; and
when you slaughter, slaughter with kindness. Let one of you sharpen his blade
and spare suffering to the animal he slaughters." [275] Narrated by Muslim.
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
